IRM is implementing the three-year 
EU/NRSP funded SUCCESS project in four 
Districts of Sindh (Matiari, Tando Allah Yar, 
Tando Muhammad Khan, and Sujawal). The 
project initiated from October, 2017. One of 
the key activities under the SUCCESS 
Programme is to provide Technical and 
Vocational Skills Training (TVST) to 16,480 
underprivileged community members, 
especially women. IRM designs and 
implements a demand driven training 
programme that help to enhance income 

generating opportunities for the target 
beneficiaries. During the month of January, 
28 participants graduated in adda work, 29 
in agriculture & crop management, 26 in 
applique Work, 29 in bakery product, 132 in 
commercial & poultry management, 42 
crochet work, 14 in dress designing, 26 in 
electrician, 13 in hand embroidery, 14 in 
home-based livestock farming, 47 in mehndi 
design, 14 in motorcycle repairing, 35 in 
professional car driving and 16 were trained 
in sheep and goat farming.
